o The Hidden River Emerging Artist Gallery, held inside the Dawes Studio Theater, is an invited showing 

of emerging local artists, art collectives, and studios provide a platform for young Wisconsin artists to 

share their art with the public.  

o A public sculpture project under the direction of Brock Rumohr, a former Hidden River artists and 

educator, incorporates woven wood lathe and natural organic materials that are intended to 

decompose over time.
